
Measures for Information Management of Dalian Commodity Exchange 
Chapter I General Provisions

Article 1 These Measures are formulated pursuant to the Trading Rules of Dalian Commodity Exchange for the purposes of standardizing the publicity, transmission and use of the information of Dalian Commodity Exchange (the “Exchange”), promoting an open and transparent market, ensuring that market participants acquire accurate, timely and complete information, and protecting the intellectual property rights of the information of the Exchange.

Article 2 The information herein shall refer to the trading quotations of related listed products, the statistical information of market data, and any and all announcements and notices published by the Exchange, arising out of the Exchange’s trading activities, and other relevant information disclosed as instructed by China Securities Regulatory Commission.

Article 3 The Exchange shall be entitled to the ownership of the information. The Exchange may operate and manage the Exchange’s information independently, through cooperation with any third party or by authorizing any third party. 

Article 4 The Exchange offers paid services related to the provision of information, except that provided to assist regulatory departments or other related entities to perform regulatory duties in accordance with relevant laws, administrative regulations, department rules, memorandum on regulatory cooperation or related agreements.

Article 5 No entity or individual may publish, operate, develop with added value, transmit or use the Exchange’s information without the Exchange’s authorization or permission.

Article 6 These Measures shall be applicable to the publicity, transmission and use of the Exchange’s information. The Exchange, Members, overseas brokers, designated delivery warehouses (factory warehouses), information service agencies, software developers, clients and other entities and individuals that transmit or use the Exchange’s information must comply with these Measures.

Chapter II Information Contents and Publicity

Article 7 The Exchange shall publish the trading information at different levels in real-time and delayed manners, daily, weekly, and monthly, as well as any and all statistical information and historical data.

Article 8 The real-time information shall refer to the consecutive market quotation information which is generally synchronized with the centralized quotations displayed at the Exchange. The following are mainly covered: Product Name, Delivery Month, Latest Price, Price Change, Volume, Open Interest, Bid Price, Ask Price, Buy Volume, Sale Volume, Settlement Price, Opening Price, Closing Price, Highest Price, Lowest Price, and Last Settlement Price.

Article 9 The daily information shall refer to the trading information of the then-current day published after the market closing of each trading day.
The contents of the daily information mainly cover:

(1) Daily quotations: Product Name, Delivery Month, Opening Price, Highest Price, Lowest Price, Closing Price, Last Settlement Price, Settlement Price, Price Change, Volume, Open Interest, Position Change, and Turnover.

(2) The volume and buy/sale positions of active contracts and top 20 futures company Members.

(3) Delivery information: The Member numbers, matching quantities and other information of matching parties published after the settlement on the rolling delivery and centralized delivery matching day; and the Member numbers, matching quantities and other information of matching parties published after the settlement on the then-current day of exchange of futures for physicals (EFP) trading. Any non-futures company Member number in the matching information will not be published.

(4) The quantities of the standard warehouse receipts on par of the products and the changes from the last published quantities.

Article 10 The weekly information shall refer to the trading information of this week published after the closing of the last trading day of this week.

The contents of the weekly information mainly cover: Product Name, Delivery Month, Weekly Opening Price, Highest Price, Lowest Price, Weekly Closing Price, Price Change (Difference between the Closing Price of This Week and the Settlement Price of Last Trading day of Last Week), Open Interest, Position Change (Difference between the Open Interest of This Week and the Open Interest of Last Trading day of Last Week), Settlement Price of the Last Trading Day of the Week, Volume, and Turnover.

Article 11 The monthly information shall refer to the trading information of the then-current month published after the market closing of the last trading day of each month.
The contents of the monthly information mainly cover: 

(1) Monthly quotations: Product Name, Delivery Month, Opening Price of the First Trading Day of the Month, Highest Price, Lowest Price, Closing Price of the Last Trading Day of the Month, Price Change (Difference between the Closing Price of This Month End and the Last Monthly End Settlement Price), Open Interest, Position Change (Difference between the Open Interest of This Monthly End and the Last Monthly End Open Interest), Monthly End Settlement Price, Volume, and Turnover.

(2) Monthly statistics of products: monthly and yearly accumulative volume and turnover of each product
Article 12 The Exchange shall timely publish the delivery settlement price of each contract.
Article 13 The Exchange shall publish the information through the Member Service System, the Exchange’s official website or any other channel, and also through the information service agencies, public media or other entities or individuals authorized by the Exchange.

Article 14 The Exchange shall assume no legal liability with respect to the interruption of information transmission or failure to carry out normal operation as a result of malfunction due to any force majeure event or any other reason that cannot be attributable to the Exchange, but shall timely explain to the public and have the information transmission or operation normally restored as soon as possible..

Article 15 The Exchange, Members, overseas brokers, designated delivery warehouses (factory warehouses), information service agencies and other entities and individuals shall keep confidential the business secrets and other information that is inappropriately to be made public. The relevant information may be disclosed to the relevant regulatory departments or any other relevant entities under the approval by the Exchange provided that the confidential provisions have been properly implemented.

Article 16 None of the Exchange, Members, overseas brokers, designated delivery warehouses (factory warehouses), information service agencies or other entities or individuals may publish any false or misleading information.

Chapter III Information Transmission and Use

Article 17 Any entity or individual that transmits the Exchange’s information must obtain the approval from the Exchange and execute an information transmission agreement with the Exchange. Any entity or individual that uses the Exchange’s information must obtain such information from the Exchange or the entity or individual authorized or permitted by the Exchange.

Article 18 Any entity or individual that transmits the information of the Exchange shall guarantee its authenticity, accuracy and completeness and shall clearly indicate during the transmission that such information is from the Exchange.

Article 19 Any entity or individual that transmits the information of the Exchange shall prevent any re-transmission by its transmission addressees of the Exchange’s information without the Exchange’s permission, and shall assist the Exchange to regulate its transmission addressees.

Article 20 The Exchange may investigate the entities and individuals which transmit or use the Exchange’s information. The scope of such investigation shall cover the purposes, methods, clients, charges and other information related to the transmission and use of the information.

Article 21 Any and all information obtained by the Member from the Exchange can be used for the use between the Member and its clients only. The scope of such transmission and use shall be solely limited to the Member’s business premises.

Article 22 The Member shall not re-transmit or operate the Exchange’s information on its own or through cooperation with any third party without permission by the Exchange. The Member shall be liable for keeping confidential the information data interface provided by the Exchange.

Chapter IV Supervision and Management

Article 23 In case any entity or individual publish, transmits or uses the Exchange’s information without the Exchange’s permission, the Exchange may terminate its transmission and/or use of the Exchange’s information, and will reserve the right to have its liability imposed through legal means.

Article 24 In case any entity or individual that has been permitted by the Exchange to transmit and/or use the Exchange’s information violates these Measures, the Exchange shall carry out the handling pursuant to the Exchange’s information transmission and use agreement signed with such entity or individual.

Article 25 In case any Member of the Exchange or overseas broker violates these Measures, the Exchange will impose the appropriate punishments pursuant to the Measures for Handling of Violations of Dalian Commodity Exchange.

Chapter V Supplementary Provisions

Article 26 Where the Exchange has special provisions on the information on options trading, the provisions thereof shall apply.
Article 27 These Measures shall be interpreted by Dalian Commodity Exchange.

Article 28 These Measures shall enter into force as of the date of promulgation.
